During the past 15 years, hardcore pornographic materials have proliferated in the form of videotapes and DVDs sold in “adult” and mainstream stores, films distributed on cable, satellite and hotel TV systems, and pictures and video disseminated on the Internet.  Now cell phones will make it even easier to access hardcore pornography.

Under President Clinton, the Justice Department rarely enforced obscenity laws against commercial distributors of hardcore pornography.  Under President Bush, there has been more enforcement but not nearly enough to stem the tide of obscene materials.  

The purpose of the May 19 event is to get the attention of President Bush or failing that, the attention of the next President of these United States.  We will be inviting the leading Presidential Candidates to make their views known on this issue.

We understand that there are many pressing issues facing our nation, but evidence abounds that countless children are being exposed to pornography; that our nation’s universities are awash in pornography; that addiction to pornography is ruining countless marriages and is contributing to sex crimes and against both adults and children.

We hope you agree now is a time for action and will join us on May 19.  Edmund Burke was right, “The only thing necessary for evil to triumph is for good men to do nothing.
